Patient Care Volunteers

These include, but are not limited to, sitting with patients, translating, making phone calls and running errands. Volunteers interested in direct patient and family assistance complete 25 hours of volunteer training.

Non-Patient Care Volunteers
Volunteers may choose to serve in indirect, non-patient assistance efforts. These services include, but are not limited to office help, participating in fundraising events and representing Houston Hospice at health fairs. Non-patient volunteers attend an abbreviated volunteer training course.
